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Brothers and sisters: 
For the third Sunday 

in a row Jesus seems to be purposely 
goading and inciting “the chief priests and 
elders of the people” into angry retaliation 
for his words of judgment. Jesus seems 
relentless in the message of these parables 
because of what is at stake: living in “the 
Kingdom of heaven,” receiving a judgment 
for fullness of Life, sharing in the divine 
wedding feast.  
Actually, Jesus is purposely provoking all 
of us not to an irate reprisal of his 
judgment, but to change our lives so that we 
might embrace Life itself. “Many are 
invited.” Only those who respond 
appropriately “are chosen.” Our very lives 
as disciples depend on it.  
The Lord issues a dare we cannot refuse. 
We are to embrace conversion of life and 
choose to believe in him and come to his 
wedding feast. Sometimes, we do refuse the 
invitation like those who were invited to the 
wedding of the king’s son in today’s 
parable. We are invited to God’s feast 
because we share a special covenantal 
relationship with God. ‘This is our hope and 
faith begets hope; and hope is joy.’  
Sin is our refusal to share in God’s feast and 
Life. A refused invitation is a weakening in 
the relationship between host and guest. 
“Love embraces two lives in fruition; active 
in the love of our neighbour, contemplative 
in the love of God,” (St. Thomas Aquinas, 
Super Evangelium S. Matthaei Lectura). 
The Father offers us a sit at the eternal 
banquet, a place He has reserved for us. The 
benefit of Redemption is that the Lord is 
relentless in calling us to live in his 
Kingdom.

Hermanas y 
hermanos: 

Son ya tres domingos en los que Jesús 
conmina y desafía con su juicio a “los sumos 
sacerdotes y ancianos del pueblo,” 
provocando prácticamente una respuesta 
airada de estos. Jesús no se arredra pues el 
mensaje que sus parábolas contiene es: lograr 
alcanzar “el Reino de los Cielos,” obtener un 
juicio de Vida plena y disfrutar la fiesta de 
nupcias.  
Con toda intención Jesús nos azuza también a 
nosotros, no para airarnos contra Él y su 
doctrina, mas con el propósito de que 
cambiemos y vivir la Vida a plenitud. 
“Muchos son llamados pero pocos son 
elegidos.” Nuestra vida de discípulos se basa 
en ello.  
El desafío del Señor es irrefutable. 
Abracemos la conversión de nuestra vida 
optando por la fe para así llegar a las bodas. 
Sin embargo, ocasiones hay en que 
rechazamos la invitación de Dios, como 
aquellos invitados de la parábola que no se 
presentaron a las bodas del hijo del rey. Si 
somos invitados a la fiesta de Dios es porque 
tenemos una Alianza especial con Él. ‘Esta es 
nuestra esperanza y la fe engendra esperanza; 
la esperanza es gozo.’ 
El pecado es nuestro rechazo a la fiesta de 
Vida que Dios ofrece. Cada rechazo debilita 
la relación entre anfitrión y convidado. “El 
amor envuelve dos vidas con fruición; activo 
ha de ser el amor a nuestro prójimo, y 
contemplativo el amor a Dios,” (Sto. T. 
Aquino, Acotaciones Evangelio de S. Mateo). 
Dios Padre nos ofrece sitio en su banquete 
eterno, un lugar que ha reservado para 
nosotros. El beneficio de la Redención es que 
Dios nos llama constantemente a su Reino.
